Definitions
AFV – Alternative Fuel Vehicle.  Your family car runs on gasoline, right?  AFVs don’t run on gasoline, they run on a different fuel, like compressed natural gas (CNG), electricity, and propane.  

CLEAN AIR – Air that has no pollution.  Many businesses work hard on activities that result in fewer pollutants and help clean our air.

EMISSIONS – A substance or pollutant emitted as a result of a process.  When your parents start their car on a cold day, what do you see coming out of the back?  Those are emissions. 

FOSSIL FUELS – A natural fuel that is created by the decomposition of plants or animals.  Examples of Fossile Fuels include coal, natural gas and petroleum.
LEV – Low Emission Vehicle.  A low emission vehicle means that the vehicle has fewer emissions than a vehicle that is not a LEV. 

OZONE – Ozone is something that is created when heat, sunlight and certain emissions combine together.  Ozone that occurs near the ground can be harmful to our health. 

POLLUTION – Pollution is when the air, water, or land becomes dirty because of things people do.  Some pollution is easy to see.  Have you ever seen litter beside the road?  Other pollution, like the pollution in air, is very hard to see, but can be harmful.  


SMOG – Smog is visible pollution in the air.  It contains ozone.  

ULEV – Ultra Low Emission Vehicle.  ULEVs are vehicles with fewer emissions than LEV vehicles.  
ZEV – Zero Emission Vehicles.  These vehicles have no emissions.  Electric Vehicles are Zero Emission Vehicles.  Have you heard of electric vehicles?  Close your eyes and imagine what an electric vehicle might look like.  Can you believe that electric vehicles look just like other vehicles?  
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
